Staff Dress Code Guidelines (Warm Weather)
On Working Days
Gents:

1. Depending on the weather, formal attire is to be worn during
classes.

2. For all opening and closing ceremonies of school functions,
formal dress is mandatory.

Ladies:

1. Smart salwar-kameez, saree, or smart western formal attire is
acceptable.

2. For all opening and closing ceremonies, only sarees/ Smart
salwar-kameez are to be worn.

For Outstation Trips (Teams)
Escorting Staff Members:

. Formal attire is required.
Participating Students:

« Students must wear the school kit and should also be instructed
to carry a set of their school formals.

Note:
Changes to the kit or attire due to terrain or journey conditions may be
permitted, but only with the prior permission or instructions.



Staff Dress Code Guidelines (Cold Weather/ Winter)
On Working Days
Gents:

1. Warm formal attire, such as full-sleeve shirts with woollen
trousers or formal sweaters, is expected during classes.

2. For all school function opening and closing ceremonies, formal
dress is compulsory — including a blazer or coat (preferably with
atie).

Ladies:

1. Smart woollen salwar-kameez, sarees with shawls or cardigans,
or suitable smart western formal winter wear.

2. For all opening and closing ceremonies, sarees/ Smart woollen
salwar-kameez are to be worn, complemented by an elegant
shawl or appropriate winter covering.

For Outstation Trips (Teams)

Escorting Staff Members:

Formal winter clothing suitable for travel and destination climate.
Participating Students:

Students must wear the school kit along with adequate winter layers.
They must also carry a set of their school formals suitable for colder
temperatures.

Note: Changes to the kit or attire due to terrain or journey conditions
may be permitted, but only with the prior permission or instructions.
